Building up the Church of Our Lady of Mount Carmel and St George.
Jesus Church’s new annex is well on the way, and EBC almost has a new roof.
New buildings, renovation or even decorating hold an element of excitement
and expectation. Fr Richard writes a report for you on the new facility at OLSG.
Although new, it is built in recognition of the people of Faith from the past, who
have left their mark in the inspiration of today’s people and who will continue
to inspire the people of the future.

‘We are living stones making up a spiritual house’ (1 Peter 2:4). This was
the theme of the 40" Anniversary of Dedication of our church building a
couple of years ago, but this year we have in a more literal sense been
building, (in bricks rather than stone!).

This autumn our new catechetical meeting room has been put
into use. It’s an attractive light and airy modern room to the rear of our

church, with handsome light oak panelling and floor, and hi-tech
accessories designed for groups of 30-40 people to learn more about
their faith or to meet for prayer or some other spiritual purpose — like
one of the 2010 ecumenical Lent groups!

The room was blessed in the summer by Bishop Alan Hopes,
Auxiliary Bishop of Westminster, in honour of the 18" century Bishop
Richard Challoner. He was Vicar Apostolic of the Midland District (which
then included London!), and a prolific author and biblical scholar. He
revised the main Catholic English version of the Bible in use at the time:
the Douay-Rheims Bible. He is buried in Westminster Cathedral, next to
Cardinal Hume.

This celebration was part of our patronal festival of Our Lady of
Mount Carmel which had the theme ‘A Church of All Nations’ to
emphasise the many different cultures and nationalities to which our
parishioners belong. Pictures and statues of the Virgin Mary as honoured
by the different peoples of the world were displayed against the pillars
of the church along with appropriate flower arrangements.

Back to bricks and mortar once again — the only part of the church
whose redecoration was not achieved last year, the sacristy, the large
room where priests and servers prepare for Mass, — has been
refurbished this autumn to mark the Year for Priests which the
worldwide Catholic Church is holding 2009/10, and a statue of St John
Vianney, the famous Cure of Ars in the 19" century, will be placed in a
niche in the corner of the room, as he is the patron saint of all priests
engaged in pastoral work. Fr Richard
